Supplies: 
Baby Lock Machine Decorators Choice 
1/2 yard fabric for outside of hat 
1/2 yard fabric for lining of hat 
Thread 
Scissors 
1 1/3 yard-1" ribbon 
12"- ½" elastic 
12" by 12" piece white fuzzy fabric (for beard) 
12" by 12" piece fabric (for pouch) 
 
Time: 
2-4 hours according to skill level 
 

Instructions: 
Gnome Hat: 
1. Lay your fabric down folded in half with right sides of the print together. 
2. Pin or trace the hat pattern on the fabric for the outside/finished side for the 

hat. Repeat this step using the lining fabric. (If your fabric is folded in half you 
will end up with two finished pieces, and two lining pieces.) 

3. Pin the two finished/outer pieces right sides together.

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4. Pin the two lining pieces right sides together. 
5. Sew both sets (separately), around what will be the top of the hat. Check the 

seam allowances and follow according to the finished size you desire. 

 
 

6. Press and pin the bottom 1/4" edge of the hat flap towards the unfinished side 
of the fabric. 

7. Turn the lining right side out. Pin the lining inside the outer/finished side; pin 
so the right sides of the fabric are together. 
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8. Start at the flap end, sew along the front and back of the hat; make sure you 
leave the flap open at the end. Follow the pattern marks and leave an open 
gap at the back side (this will allow you to turn the hat right side out). 

9. Turn hat right side out through the open gap. Tuck the lining inside the 
finished side.  

Tip: Sometimes turning the tip of the hat can be tricky. I use a chop stick to poke 
the seam out all the way.  Be careful not to push too hard, you may push all 
the way through the seam! 

10. Press the edge around the base/opening of the hat (where the head goes), 
tucking the open edge of the gap inward, and pin if needed. 

11. Use a 1/4" seam to finish this edge. 
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The hat is finished, if you are making a girl gnome outfit, skip the next two 
sections of steps. 

Beard: 
1. Cut one beard in white fuzzy fabric. 

 
 
2. Cut the 12ò of 1/2" elastic into 2-6ò pieced.  Sew one piece of elastic at each 

of the marks on the pattern. 

 
 
Connecting the beard to the hat: 
1. Cut a 6ò piece from the ribbon and insert one end into the opening of the hat 

flap. (Insert about ½".) 
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2. Insert the end of the elastic on the beard, into the opening of the hat flap. 
Make sure the ribbon is on the inside, closest to the face. 

 
 

3. Sew the end of the hat flap using a 1/4" seam, tacking down the ribbon and 
elastic. 

Gathering Pouch: 
1. Fold fabric with right sides together, cut two pouches. 
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2. Press and pin, and sew the top edge down 1/4". 

 

 
 

3. Cut a piece of ½" by 30" ribbon for the strap, (If your child is bigger, you may 
need a longer piece, measure the waste to be sure.) 

4. Find and mark the center point of the ribbon. 
5. Find and mark the top center point of one side of the pouch pieces. 
6. Pin the ribbon to the inside of the pouch top matching the center points. 
7. Sew the ribbon to the pouch. 

 
 

8. Pin the ribbon ends to the right side of the fabric.
