1/2 yard Canvas

1/2 yard Clear Vinyl

480 by 106 of ribbon, or string
1 Cord Stop

1 pkg. of Double fold bias tape (extra wide)

1 Safety pin

Thread

Scissors

Paper

Iron

Instructions:
Cutting:
1. Following the template, cut the pattern out of paper.
2. Using the paper pattern, cut 2 circles using the fashion fabric, cut 1 circle
using the canvas fabric, and cut one circle using the clear vinyl.
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3. Using the paper pattern, cut 2 long strips from fashion fabric, cut 1 long
strip from the canvas, and cut 1 long strip from the clear vinyl.

Layering:

1. Lay 1 of the fashion fabric circles, with the right side facing down. Then lay
1 canvas circle on top of the first circle. After that, lay the 2" fashion
fabric circle on top of the canvas, with the right side facing up. Finally, Lay
the clear vinyl circle on the very top, and set the stack of circles aside.
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2. Lay 1 of the fashion fabric strips, with the right side facing down. Then lay
1 canvas strip on top of the first strip. After that, lay the 2" fashion fabric
strip on top of the canvas, with the right side facing up. Finally, lay the
clear vinyl long strip on the very top, and set the stack aside.

Sewing:
1. Take the stack of circles, using a regular straight stitch; sew around the
out side edge of the stack or circles wusin
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2. Take the stack of long strips, using a regular straight stitch; sew around all

four side edges using a 10 seam all owance
3. Lay the side end of the long strip on the side edge of the circle, so the clear

vinyl is facing each other.

Stitch around the circle edge slowly moving the long strip as you sew.
Turn bowl inside out, and place the two ends of the long strip, right sides
together, and sew along the short ends. Trim excess fabric from the short

end.

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Turn bowl right side out.
Using the paper pattern, cut one long strip of fashion fabric wide. Fold the
strip in half width wise, and press. Fold the long edges inward an iron.

Fold the strip ends in 1/4" and iron.

8. Place the skinny strip on top of the bowls rim
and sew into place following all the way
around the bowls edge.

9. Using the 10 double fo
the bottom edge of the blow the same way the
top rim edge was sewn.

10.Using a small safety pin, tie on end of the
ribbon on to the pin securely. Feed the safety
pin into the rim of the bowl; continue to feed
threw until it comes out the other opening.
Untie the ribbon, and slide the cord stop onto
the ribbon.

Folding:
1. Pull the ribbons tight (picture 11), fold bowl in
half, pull the ribbon ends out and wrap
around the folded bowl, tie into a bow.
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
